Starmont Sauvignon Blanc - The '09 Merryvale Starmont is fresh
and vibrant, with a full-bodied mix of tangerine, nectarine, peach
and pear flavors; intense, complex, layered. 9.50 27

Grey Stone Chardonnay — ‘09 Golden yellow color. Aromas of

golden apple and succulent melon. Apple and chalky, mineral

flavors round a juicy texture rich with vanilla and

caramel apple character. 6 22

Sonoma Cutrer Chardonnay —’08 This light yellow colored Chard opens with
a very fragrant and attractive banana, oak, and peppermint bouquet.
On the palate, this wine is medium bodied and balanced. 11 35

REDS

Mark West Pinot Noir — The ‘08 Mark West Pinot Noir shows sweet plum and
black cherry fruit aromas; the palate is medium bodied with bright cherry
flavors with just a note of spice on the finish. 9 27

Matchbook Tempranillo — ‘08 Tempranillo exhibits red berry and cherry fruit

flavors and nice soft tannins; the Graciano adds deep purple color and

a touch of spice; the Cabernet Sauvignon adds structure, weight to the

mouthfeel and a nice chocolate note. 10 30

Antinori - The '07 Antinori Toscana Red is full-bodied blend of Cabernet
Sauvignon, Merlot and Syrah, with soft, velvety tannins & juicy, rich fruit;
harmonious & long in the mouth. 13 40

Greystone Cabernet Sauvignon —’08 It's usually medium to full bodied
with a fine structure that supports black and red fruit flavors
with typical notes of olive, chili and herbs that add complexity. 6 18

337 Lodi Cabernet Sauvignon - Impressive and poised, the perfectly
positioned '08 337 Cabernet shows how well this varietal does
throughout California; long and satiny in the finish. 8 27

Joyce Pinto Noir —’08 Smooth, ripe, rich and polish with a pretty core
of cherry, spice, raspberry and a hint of cola. 9 30

Joyce Cabernet Sauvignon —’07 Bright berry with currant lead into gentle
but evident chocolate like tannins. 8 28

Joyce Merlot —’07 Very rich and concentrated, this dark, potent and
full-bodied merlot offers layers of leathery currant, cider and anise
with a hint of tobacco serve up a mineral finish.

Ferarri Carano Cabernet Sauvignon - The '07 Ferrari-Carano
Alexander Cabernet mixes loamy earth with fennel, mineral,
dusty sage and dried currant; takes time to unwrap from the tannins.

Brazin Zinfandel - Presenting a mixture of dust and berries,
the loud-speaking '07 Brazin Old Vine Zinfandel is a real player;
put this on the table and it may dominate the evening.

DESSERT WINES

Sofia Reisling - The ‘08 debut release of Sofia Riesling has an
alluring personality, showing off full, ripe fruit flavors that are
contrasted by a vibrant acidity. Offers an intoxicating perfume
of pears, minerals, and apricots along with luscious flavors of
white peaches, green apples, and a hint of pineapple.

Covey Run Ice Wine —’'06 Sweet with a streak of racy acidity,
flavors of stone fruit and floral notes from the 20%
Gewurztraminer in the blend. Made from frozen late
harvest grapes, which makes it affordable and delicious.

Croft Distinction Port Special Reserve - This is a Vintage
Character Port which is a blend of Ports which have been aged
in wood for four to five years to produce wines of greater
complexity than their younger counterparts. A port with
attractive, intense fresh fruit aromas and flavors.

Taylor Fladgate 10 Year Tawny Port - A refined and subtle Port.
Outstanding. Lovely aromas of flan, caramel and egg custard
with a hint of toffee. Medium-bodied, with a light sweetness
and a refined, clean finish. Tastes older than 10 years.

PasoPort - The wine maintains a bit of youthful color, but
nonetheless, exhibits the classic aromas and flavors of roasted
hazelnuts, caramel and a hint of orange peel which are
synonymous with tawny ports.

ChocoVine — Dutch Chocolate and Red Wine - Sweet for sure,
the delicious ChocoVine Dutch Chocolate and Fine Wine is

pretty good stuff; lots of chocolaty flavors; very easy to drink.
